The genesis of Assam Women’s University

The University started functioning from the month of September 2014. The
University has been established by an Act (XXII) of 2013 of State Legislature of Assam
as a State University vide Notification LGL.149/2011/92 dated 21.08.2013 for
establishing a teaching, residential type, non-affiliating women’s university and is
empowered to award degrees as specified by the UGC under Section 22 of the UGC
Act 1956 through its own departments vide letter No F.9-18/2014 (CPP-I/PU) dated
the 12th December 2014 and included in the UGC list of State Universities.

education in applied science, arts, technology, industry, commerce,
management, and social science by instruction, training, research,
development, and extension and by such other means as the University may
deem fit.

Collections:

Books: The total collection of books in the Library is over 2000 books (on
display at the Stack Section) which include Text Books and Reference Books.
The collection includes books from the various branches of knowledge such
as Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Humanities. The Text Books may be
consulted within the Library or may get issued as per formalities laid down in
the Library Act. These books are issued to the authorized Library Members
for a certain period as per the status of the Member. The Reference Books
are for the only consultation in the library premises and are not allowed for
the issue. If a Member fails to return the book within the stipulated time, an
overdue charge is levied against each book per day at the rate prefixed
against each category of Member.
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2. Government Publications: The Central Library of Assam Women’s University

possesses some Government Publications which include the following:

3. Theses and Dissertations: The Library has more than 1000 Dissertations of
various branches of knowledge such as Social Sciences & Humanities, Natural
Sciences including Medical Science.

4. Reference Collection: The library provides a Reference Section with above 32
reference books.

5. Newspaper Subscription: The Library has a collection of 3 newspapers at
present.

6. CD/DVD: The LNB Library has a collection of about 11 CD/DVDs of various
disciplines that can be borrowed by any registered members of the Library.

7. Library Development committee: There is a library development committee
formed under the chairmanship of Dr. Ksh. Krishna Devi along with all
department co-ordinators as members, for the further development of the
Library.

Computer Laboratory:

The University is having a semi-equipped computer laboratory with adequate
facilities for the students and faculties with 25 fully operational desktop computers.
The computer center provides a platform for practical sessions offered by different
courses. There is a high-speed FTTH internet connection.

Canteen:

The University is having a semi-furnished canteen for the refreshment of the
students and other members at affordable prices. At present, the canteen is
providing processed and packaged foods and plenty of beverages.

Hostel:

A hostel usually provides low priced and sociable accommodation. Assam
Women'’s University has an excellent hostel facility for its students. The hostel is on
the campus of the University surrounded by fresh greenery. There are 75 boarders, 2
students from each department. The rooms are three-seater and each room has an
attached bathroom and toilet facility. The hostel has adequate ventilation, lighting
and a 24X7 water supply facility. It is having high security and good discipline. The
kitchen of the hostel is well equipped with a large dining hall attached to it. The
dining hall is well furnished and suitable for all the students. There is also a common
room for the students to offer evening prayer along with a television set for light
entertainment. The hostel boarders also prepared a wall magazine named “Naba-
Jagaran: A new Awakening” in 2018.
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Hostel accommodations are provided to the candidates strictly on the basis
of merit. To discuss and resolve any issue there is a committee formed with six
members including the warden of the hostel.
